For Sheila Wellstone:
A Simple Shawl 

Finished Dimensions:  Shawl is 56 inches wide at the top and 24 inches deep from bottom of V to top edge. If you’d like a larger shawl, buy an extra skein of yarn and keep knitting until you have the size you want. 
Materials: 

3 (or 4 for larger shawl)  100-gram skeins worsted weight yarn. 

Knitting needles size 9 or size needed to obtain gauge. 32-inch (or longer) circular needles will work best for the large number of stitches

Tapestry needle
Gauge:
In garter stitch, 16 stitches and 32 rows = 4 inches. 
Make 1 (M1): Make a loop cast-on onto right-hand needle to increase 1 stitch.

To Knit: 
Cast on 1 stitch. 
Row 1:  Knit into front and back of cast-on stitch; you now have 2 stitches.
Row 2:  Knit into front and back of first stitch, K1; 3 sts.
Row 3:  Knit into front and back of first stitch, K2; 4 sts.
Row 4:  Knit 2 stitches, yo, K2; 5 stitches.
Row 5:  Knit 2 stitches, yo, knit remainder of row.  

Repeat Row 5 until you have 113 stitches.


Begin extra shaping rows:
Row 1: On next row, K2, yo, k1, M1, knit to last 4 stitches, M1, knit last 4 stitches.  
Rows 2 to 14: Knit 2 stitches, yo, knit remainder of row.  

Repeat these 14 rows until you have 199 stitches.  
Note:  You will be making 2 extra increases on every 14th row.

To make larger shawl, keep repeating these 14 rows until desired size.

Eyelet row (optional):  
Knit first 2 stitches, then (yo, k2 together) across, end row with k1, yo, k2.

Work 3 more rows in garter stitch.  Bind off loosely on next row. 
Finishing:  Break yarn. Weave in ends and block.  Add tassel to bottom of V if desired.
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
